The mandate is thus 

far the largest export order received by any Indian shipyard not only in value but content.   

L&T also provides repairs and refit services to the Indian Navy and Coast Guard at Kattupalli 

shipyard and has till date completed repair/refit (SR/MR as well as Emergency Repairs) of 

11 Indian Naval and Coast Guard ships, meeting user requirements.
